IOC 
During his visit to Beijing on 31 July and 1 August, 
IOC President Jacques Rogge, met several 
partners of the Organising Committee for the 
Games of the XXIX Olympiad in 2008 (BOCOG). 
On 1 August, at a ceremony held on the Great Wall 
of China, the IOC and Coca-Cola announced an 
extension to their partnership for an unprecedented 
12-year period. Under the terms of the new 
agreement, starting in 2009, Coca-Cola will support 
the Olympic Movement for the period covering the 
Olympic Games in 2010 (Vancouver), 2012 
(London), 2014, 2016, 2018 and 2020.  
In a press release published on 29 July, the IOC 
announced that seven cities had been officially put 
forward by their respective NOCs to host the XXII 
Olympic Winter Games in 2014. The cities, in 
alphabetical order, are: Almaty (Kazakhstan), 
Borjomi (Georgia), Jaca (Spain), PyeongChang 
(Republic of Korea), Salzburg (Austria), Sochi 
(Russia) and Sofia (Bulgaria). The seven Applicant 
Cities will now proceed to phase one of the IOC's 
twostep procedure, which will lead to the election of 
the 2014 Olympic Winter Games host city in 
Guatemala City in July 2007.  
 
 

* NOCS 
One of the outstanding figures of the international 
fencing world, Hungary’s Béla Rerrich, who died 
in Stockholm (Sweden) last June at the age of 88, 
has been buried in Budapest, his birthplace, in 
accordance with his last wishes. He took part in 
three editions of the Olympic Games and was a 
member of the Hungarian silver medalwinning 
fencing team in 1956 in Melbourne. He later moved 
to Sweden, and was considered as the founder of 
Swedish fencing. Among his students were 
Sweden’s Björn Ferm, Olympic gold medallist in 
modern pentathlon in 1968, and Denmark’s Eva 
Fjellerup, world champion in modern pentathlon in 
1990, 1991, 1993 and 1994. Pál Schmitt, President 
of the Hungarian NOC and IOC member, paid 
tribute to Béla Rerrich at the memorial service, 
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* 2006 Turin  
On 24 July, the television campaign promoting the 
XX Olympic Winter Games in 2006 began in 
accordance with an agreement between the 
Organising Committee of the Games (TOROC) and 
the Italian broadcaster RAI. The first of a series of 
four programmes, entitled "Cominciamo bene 
estate" ("Let's begin the summer well"), was 
broadcast on Rai 3. Further programmes will be 
shown on 29 July, 11 August and 17 August. 
 
* 2008 Beijing 
A working group of the IOC Coordination 
Commission for the Games visited the Chinese 
capital to examine the progress made in 
preparations for the Games. The group also visited 
Hong Kong, where the equestrian competitions will 
take place. The plenary Coordination Commission 
will visit Beijing, as well as the sailing venue in 
Qingdao, next November. Furthermore, workshops 
on Olympic Games knowledge management will be 
held regularly in Beijing, with a special emphasis on 
Games preparation. 
On 8 August, exactly three years before the 
opening of the Games in Beijing, BOCOG invited 
the people of the world to submit a piece of artwork 
related to Olympism. Various types of artwork are 
being requested: calligraphy and posters which 
should promote the slogan of the 2008 Games, 
“One world, one dream”, and sculptures, some of 
which will be displayed at venues at Games time, 
with the aim of leaving lasting physical signs of the 
Games across the whole city. This collecting of 
artwork is jointly sponsored by BOCOG’s Culture 
and Ceremonies Department, the Association of 
Chinese Artists and the Beijing Jintai Art Museum. 
More information can be found at 
www.beijing2008.com. 
This month, BOCOG announced as Official 
Partners the Haier Group, Johnson & Johnson, and 
UPS. The Haier Group will provide funds, home 
appliances and various services to the 2008 
Games, BOCOG and the Chinese NOC, as well as 
to the Chinese delegations that will participate in 
the 2006 Games in Turin and the 2008 Games in 
Beijing. The contract with Johnson & Johnson 
covers the category of consumer and personal care 
products, medical and diagnostic products, and non-
prescription medicinal products of the Johnson & 
Johnson subsidiaries in the People's Republic of 
China. UPS will assist BOCOG to develop and 
execute the logistics operating plan for the Games. 
The company will also provide an express delivery 
service to all the Olympic venues during the 
Games. 
 

* 2012 London 
IOC President Jacques Rogge has appointed Denis 
Oswald, the ASOIF President, as Chairman of the 
Coordination Commission for the Games of the 
XXX Olympiad in London, in 2012. The members of 
his Coordination Commission comprise IOC 
members from five continents with wide-ranging 
Olympic Games experience gained either from work 
on former IOC Evaluation or Coordination 
Commissions or from Games organising 
committees. With five Olympic medallists among 
them, the members of the Commission represent 
the stakeholders of the Olympic Movement, 
including Olympic and Paralympic athletes, the 
National Olympic Committees and International 
Sports Federations, and act as a link between 
them, the Organising Committee and other Olympic 
family stakeholders, thereby ensuring the 
coordination necessary to help deliver successful 
Olympic Games. The IOC Coordination 
Commission executive (comprising the Chairman 
supported by the IOC administration) will make its 
first visit to London on 25 August, with further visits 
expected before the end of 2005. The first full 
Coordination Commission meeting is due in the 
spring of 2006.The members of the Coordination 
Commission are as follows:

WADA 
The World Anti-Doping Agency (WADA)’s South 
African regional office was officially inaugurated 
in Cape Town on 16 August by South Africa’s 
Minister of Sport, Arnold Stofile, and the Premier of 
the Western Cape Province, E. Rasool. WADA’s 
Director General, David Howman, was present on 
this occasion. This office, which is managed by 
Rodney Swigelaar, was opened in November 2003.

* International Sport issues 
From 12 to 21 August, the Colombian NOC hosted 
the XV Bolivarian Games, which brought together 
athletes from Bolivia, Colombia, Ecuador, Panama, 
Peru and Venezuela. The programme comprised 37 
sports events that took place in four cities: Armenia, 
Pereira, Cartagena and Bogotá. 
From 11 to 21 August, the city of Izmir (Turkey) 
hosted the 23rd Summer Universiade organised 
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under the aegis of the International University 
Sports Federation (FISU). The Universiade 
registered a new participation record with 7,635 
athletes hailing from 131 countries, as compared to 
6,657 participants in Beijing (CHN) in 2001 and 
6,643 participants from a record number of 174 
countries in Daegu (KOR) in 2003.  
Held in Palau from 25 July to 4 August, the VII 
South Pacific Mini-Games brought together some 
1,400 athletes from 20 countries, competing in 12 
different sports. 
The International Paralympic Committee (IPC) 
and the Organising Committee for the XX Olympic 
Winter Games in 2006 (TOROC) have launched the 
media accreditation procedure for the IX Paralympic 
Winter Games. At the beginning of September, 
TOROC will send the accreditation forms to the 
national paralympic committees, who will pass them 
on to all interested press organisations. These will 
have until 15 November 2005 to return them. Some 
750 media representatives are expected to cover 
these Paralympic Winter Games between 10 and 
19 March 2006. For more information, visit 
www.paralympic.org.  
 

 
UIPM  
Since the end of July, UIPM has been in peak 
competition mode, with the World Championships 
for Youth A, Juniors, Seniors as well as the World 
Cup Final all taking place within the space of 5 
weeks. All the Press Releases from the Senior 
World Championships and the World Cup Final are 
attached to this month’s Newsletter, with highlights 
from each competition further below.  
UIPM President Klaus Schormann attended the 
World Junior Championships (reported in July’s 
Newsletter) and he also attended the Senior World 
Championships as well as the World Cup Final. 
Many UIPM Family members attending the Senior 
World Championships including from the Executive 
Board: Joel Bouzou, Secretary General; John 
Helmick, Vice President; Kui-Sung Choi, Vice 
President; Gyula Bretz, Treasurer; Mauro 
Tirinnanzi, Sports Director; Martin Dawe, Marketing 
Director; Pernille Svarre, Media Director; Dmitry 
Svatkovsky, President European Confederation 
and Stefano Giommoni, Athletes Chair. Many 
former Olympic and World Champions also were at 
the World Championships (see Press Releases).  
Additionally, the last event of the 2005 Biathle 
World Tour circuit took place this month in Havana, 
Cuba and so the final overall standings were 
completed and the medallists are now known. See 
report below. 
Full results for all the competitions (Modern

Whilst attending the competitions this month, UIPM 
President Klaus Schormann had several meetings. 
In Warsaw, Poland, during the Senior World 
Championships, the UIPM President met with Piotr 
Nurowski, NOC President and Dorota Idzi, NOC 
Vice President and former multi World Champion in 
Modern Pentathlon, to discuss the importance of 
the sports movement through the additional 
competition format ‘Head to Head Pentathlon’ as a 
project for consideration for a future Olympic 
format. 
In a meeting with the President of the Polish Sports 
Confederation Andrzei Krasnicki on 4 August, they 
spoke about the future of sports system 
management in Poland in relation to the 
discussions in Germany for the fusion of the 
German NOC and Sports Confederation. The 
national sports movement needs always a strong 
lobby from government, media and business, and 
strong leadership. 
On 8 August, President Klaus Schormann met with 
the President of the National Biathlon Federation of 
Poland Mr Krzysztof Lewicki, who was a guest at 
the World Championships, to discuss the good 
relations between Modern Pentathlon and Biathlon 
sport societies on a national and internal level. Also 
guests of the World Championships were IBU 
Secretary General Michael Geistlinger and IBU 
Executive Director Peter Bayer. 
At the Closing Banquet, the UIPM President 
underlined in his words of thanks, how important 
towards the success of these excellent World 
Championships were the very concentrated sport 
facilities for all the five disciplines and the well 
prepared horses. 
 
Cultural Exhibition, Warsaw 
The Exhibition of Polish Modern Pentathlon was 
opened on 3 August by UIPM President Klaus 
Schormann, Piotr Nurowski, NOC President, the  
Director of the Olympic Centre as well as Zbigniew 
Pindor, Director of Education at the Centre, 
accompanied by Polish MPA President Stefan 
Grzegorczyk, UIPM Secretary General Joël Bouzou 
and UIPM Cultural Commission member Terry 
Bunyard. Historical pictures, documents, trophies, 
medals, equipment, etc., were on display in a 
magnificent setting in the new Olympic Centre 
building, located in the north of Warsaw. It is 
planned that the Exhibition remains there for the 
next two months after which, it will be presented on 
other occasions throughout Poland. A presentation

Night of Olympic Champions, Warsaw 
Special guests in Warsaw on the occasion of the 
Senior World Champions were former Olympic 
Champions of Modern Pentathlon – Willie Grut 
(SWE) 1948 Stockholm,  who held the post of 
Secretary General of the UIPM and later UIPMB for 
24 years. Ferenc Nemeth (HUN) 1960 Rome, 
Ferenc Torok (HUN) 1964 Tokyo, Janusz Peciak 
(POL) 1976 Montreal, Arkadiusz Skrzypaszek 
(POL) 1992 Barcelona and Alexander Parygin 
(KAZ) 1996 Atlanta. They were all invited to attend 
a special Night of Champions celebrating their 
achievements, which took place on 6 August, and 
where they received the UIPM Pierre de Coubertin 
Award from UIPM President Klaus Schormann.

World Cup Final, Uppsala, Sweden  
The UIPM President met, together with UIPM 
Treasurer Gyula Bretz, with the President of the 
Mexican MP Federation Juan Mauzo Orañegui to 
speak about the new management of the 
Federation, youth development strategy through 
schools and clubs nationwide and the World Cup 
2006 in Acapulco. 
On the occasion of the Medal Ceremony at the 
Men’s Final, the UIPM President awarded His 
Majesty King Carl XVI Gustaf of Sweden the 
UIPM Pierre De Coubertin medal for his permanent 
support of Modern Pentathlon in his country, to 
UIPM and to the sport in general as for more than 
20 years he and his wife have attended the Modern 
Pentathlon competition at the Olympic Games. His 
Majesty discussed with President Klaus Schormann 
about the high value of sport for education and also 
as the best way for communication between 
different cultural societies. Sport and especially the 
Olympic Movement, is still the most important 
opportunity to bring people from all over the world 
together, to build a much better understanding for 
future generations.  
In addition to His Majesty the King, the following 
national dignitaries were also present at the World 
Cup Final in Uppsala:- Sweden NOC President

Hungary 
The Hungarian Champions of the 2004 Olympic 
Games have been made honorary citizens of 
Athens. The Greek Ambassador, Dimitris 
Contoumas, presented them with the distinction at a 
reception at the Hotel Intercontinental.  Almost one 
year after their victories, the Hungarian champions 
were delighted to receive the distinction. Hungarian 
athletes won 8 gold medals in Athens, including 
Modern Pentathlon Champion Olympic Zsuzsanna 
Vörös who is also now an Honorary citizen of 
Athens.  
 
Head to Head Test Event 
The National Federations were informed that due to 
the late arrival of the pool in Moscow for the Head 
to Head test event, UIPM were obliged to postpone 
the above event until 25 September 2005.  
 
Junior World Championships - Moscow, Russia, 
25-31 July  
 

Women’s Individual Final and Team 
Mhairi Spence (GBR), winner of the Shoot, was in 
the lead after two events, and Egypt’s Aya 
Medany, winner of the Fencing, was in 2ndplace as 
the athletes moved to the Pool. Carolina Triguel 
(FRA) was the fastest swimmer in just under 2 
minutes and 10 seconds, but there was no change 
in the Top 2 after 3 events, with Lena Schoneborn 
(GER) moving upto 3rd . Over a third of the athletes 
had clear rounds on the Equestrian course and a 
slightly better ride from Aya Medany meant she 
started off the Run event with a 2 second lead 
ahead of Mhairi Spence. By the end of the 3km 
course, it was 3rd starter Lena Schoneborn who 
crossed the finish line in first place to take Gold, 
Aya Medany settling for Silver and Mhairi Spence 
taking Bronze. The Team Gold was taken by Great 
Britain, the Silver by Russia and China won the 
Bronze. 
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Men’s Individual Final and Team 
Dmitry Kirpulyanskyy (UKR) won the Shoot, Adam 
Marosi (HUN) the Fence and they led after 2 
events. Fast swims were recorded by many of the 
athletes, 4 of them under 2 minutes, with Amro El 
Geziry (EGY) the fastest, swimming under 1 
minute 58 seconds. Adam Marosi still led after 3 
events with Den Wa (CHN) moving up to 2nd place. 
Perfect rides were achieved by 4 athletes, a third 
of the competitors making only a couple of faults or 
less, and Den Wa moved up a place to start the 
run 13 seconds ahead of Dmitry Kirpulyanskyy. 
However, they were both overtaken on the 3000m 
course by Adam Marosi (starting out in 5th place) 
who took Gold and Jean Berrou (FRA), starting 
out in 3rd who moved up to take Silver, leaving Den 
Wa the Bronze. The Team Gold was awarded to 
Hungary, the Silver to Russia and Korea won the 
Bronze. 
 

Junior Relay World Championships 
Women – HUNGARY relinquished their lead after 2 
events to RUSSIA following the latter’s win at the 
Pool, with CHINA in 2nd place. RUSSIA incurred 
only one fault at the Ride, extending their lead 
which they kept through the Run to take Gold. 
HUNGARY, starting out a few seconds behind, 
were just overtaken however by BELARUS for 
Silver place and had to be content with Bronze. 
Men – CHINA were leading after 2 events as the 
teams moved to the Pool for probably the most 
exciting Swim event seen this year. 3 teams tied 
with 1304 MP points (sub 2 minutes 50 seconds), 
HUNGARY, SPAIN and CHINA but the latter team 
had a disastrous Ride and handed over the lead to 
HUNGARY whom, despite only a 1-second start 
ahead of UKRAINE, extended their lead over the 
changeovers to win GOLD. KOREA overtook 
UKRAINE for SILVER and left the Bronze medal for 
UKRAINE.  
 
Senior World Championships – Warsaw,  
Poland, 1-10 August 
 

Women Individual & Team 
Lucie Grolichova (CZE) was the clear winner of the 
Fence, 23 victories against 8 defeats and led after 2 
events, with Claudia Corsini (ITA), who won the 
Shoot, in 2nd place. Amelie Cazé (FRA) was the 
fastest in the Swim in 2:11.17 and after 3 events, 
Lucie Grolichova was still at the top of the table, but 
only 40 MP points ahead of Claudia Corsini, with 
Tatiana Mouratova (RUS) in 3rd. 6 athletes had 
perfect rides with a seventh completing the course 
in a clear round with a time penalty. After 4 events, 
Lucie Grolichova still had the lead with Olympic 
Champion Zsuzsanna Vörös (HUN) starting out the 
run 18 seconds later but with Claudia Corsini only 6 

seconds after the Hungarian. By the time the 
athletes came around the stadium after the first lap, 
Elen Rublevska (LAT) had moved up to 3rd from 4th 
place and by the 2nd lap, Zsuzsanna Vörös had just 
taken the lead, with Elen Rublevska in 2nd and 
Claudia Corsini in 3rd right on her heels. But it was 
the last  hundred metres that counted as Claudia 
Corsini pushed past the two athletes ahead of her 
to throw herself through the finish line in first place 
and take Gold. Zsuzsanna Vörös took Silver and 
Elen Rublevska the Bronze. Laura Asadauskaite 
(LTU) was by far the fastest runner, finishing the 
3km course in 10:10.15. Team Gold went to 
Russia, Hungary won the Silver and Poland took 
Bronze. 
 

Men Individual & Team 
Qian Zhenhua (CHN) won the Shoot with 191 target 
points and continued his winning streak as joint 
lead of the Fence event with national hero Andrzej 
Stefanek,  both achieving 23 victories against only 8 
defeats. Olympic Champion Andrei Moiseev (RUS) 
had to take a five minute break for treatment for a 
cut on his wrist sustained in round 10 but he came 
back to continue the tournament and finished in 4th 
place - and his swim was not effected by his injury 
as he powered through 200m in 1:57.60 a few 
hundredths seconds faster than Eric Walther 
(GER). But Qian Zhenhua's still led after 3 events, 
ahead of Alexie Tourkine (RUS). At the Ride, 5 
athletes received perfect scores including Qian 
Zhenhua and the Chinese athlete extended his lead 
at the top of the table after 4 events to start the run 
45 seconds ahead of Alexie Tourkine and over a 
minute ahead Andrei Moiseev. Zhenhua Qian 
(CHN) maintained his lead to become Modern 
Pentathlon's first ever World Champion from Asia. 
Alexei Tourkine (RUS) kept his second place to 
take Silver ahead of his team mate Andrei 
Moiseev. The fastest run was from Sergey 
Kravchenko (UKR) who completed the 3000m 
course in just over 8 minutes and 57 seconds. 
Team Gold went to Russia, Silver to Czech 
Republic and Bronze to Germany. 
 

Senior World Relay Championships 
Women - BELARUS won the Shoot and 
GERMANY the Fence but after 2 events, CZECH 
REPUBLIC was in the lead with RUSSIA in 2nd but 
thanks to a good swim, GERMANY shot to the top 
of the table after 3 events. HUNGARY had the 
fastest swim were joint 2nd behind Germany with 
RUSSIA as the athletes moved outdoors for the 
final two events. All the teams had very good 
rounds in the Ride, the best from POLAND who 
only had one fault between the 3 athletes. 
GERMANY and ITALY both scored 1152 MP 
points, which meant GERMANY took over first 
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place on the table after 4 events and started the 
3x1500m run 20 seconds ahead of RUSSIA, 
themselves only 1 second ahead of HUNGARY and 
with ITALY only 1 second behind them. GERMANY 
managed to hold their lead throughout the 2 
changeovers and crossed the finish line in first 
place to win Gold. But the jostling for the other two 
medal positions was never over until the last 
moment. At the first handover, HUNGARY and 
RUSSIA were neck and neck, but at the second 
handover, ITALY had moved upto second place, 
followed by RUSSIA and HUNGARY, so it was all 
down to the last runners and it was here that 
Russian Tatiana Mouratova and new World 
Champion Claudia Corsini fought to the finish line, 
with RUSSIA pipping ITALY at the post to take 
Silver and leaving ITALY the Bronze. 
Men - HUNGARY led after 2 events, having won 
the Shoot and drawn with ITALY in the Fence. 
RUSSIA was the fastest swim team and led the 
table ahead of HUNGARY after 3 events. At the 
Ride, a thunder storm broke just as the 3rd placed 
team from China arrived on the course and they 
had to ride in torrential rain, as did the two top 
teams, Hungary & Russia, but despite the 
conditions HUNGARY had the best ride and at the 
start of the 3x1500m relay, HUNGARY led off 24 
seconds ahead of the CZECH REPUBLIC, 
themselves only 8 seconds ahead of RUSSIA. With 
such a head start, it was a clear run for HUNGARY 
to the Gold Medal position. A battle did take place, 
however, for the Silver medal, and it was between 
CZECH REPUBLIC and RUSSIA. As the RUSSIAN 
team's 2nd athlete entered the stadium, he 
overtook the CZECH giving his 3rd man a lead of a 
few metres, but that was all that was needed for 
RUSSIA to take Silver and give CZECH REPUBLIC 
the Bronze.  
 
World Cup Final – Uppsala, Sweden, 20-21 
August  
Women’s Final 
Zsuzsanna Vörös (HUN) won the Shoot with her 
second career best score 1168 MP points and 
adding this to the 1000 MP points from her Fencing, 
put her in the lead after 2 events. Amelie Cazé’s 
(FRA) joint win in the Fence with Elen Rubleska 
(LAT) put her in 2nd place after two events as the 
athletes moved to the pool. Amelie Cazé and 
Omnia Fakhry (EGY) tied in MP points for the Swim 
at 1300 MP points, though Omnia Fakhry was 
slightly quicker, so with Zsuszanna Vörös still 
leading after 3 events, Amelie Cazé had closed the 
gap with only 16 MP  points separating the two 
leaders. There were excellent rides from all the 
athletes and with perfect rides from both Zsuzsanna 

Vörös and Tatiana Mouratova, and Amelie Cazé 
only faulting on one obstacle, the top 3 places saw 
no change after 4 events. However, Zsuzsanna 
Vörös now had a more extensive lead on Amelie 
Cazé with 11 seconds head start in the run and 26 
seconds ahead of Tatiana Mouratova. Repeating 
her Olympic performance of the 2004 Games in 
Athens, Zsuzsanna Vörös maintained her lead 
from start to finish of the competition, to take the 
Gold Medal. Tatiana Mouratova kicked out on the 
3rd lap to overtake Amelie Cazé for Silver place, 
leaving Amelie Cazé the Bronze.  
 

Men’s Final 
Zhenhua Qian (CHN) was the winner of the Shoot 
and Mihail Propenko (BLR) of the Fence but 
Edvinas Krungolcas (LTU) led after 2 events, Mihail 
Propenko only 4 points behind and Zhenhua Qian 
another 4 points behind Mihail Propenko. Eric 
Walther (GER) managed to hold off Andrei Moiseev 
(RUS) in the pool to beat him by nearly half a 
second in a time of with 2:01.49. This is the first 
time in a long while that anyone has swum faster 
than Moiseev, who achieved 2:01.91. But Edvinas 
Krungolcas was still in the lead after 3 events, 
Zhenua Qian 20 MP points behind in 2nd place and 
Mihail Propenko dropping to 3rd place. At the Ride, 
5 athletes achieved perfect scores of 1200 MP 
points, but Edvinas Krungolcas extended his lead 
to start the Run 20 seconds ahead of Viktor 
Horvath (HUN) and 29 seconds ahead of Eric 
Walther. All 3 athletes maintained their places 
throughout the 3000m course to win Gold, Silver 
and Bronze respectively.  
 
Youth A World Championships – Plzen, Czech 
Republic, 25-28 August 
125 young athletes from the Americas, Asia, 
Europe and Africa took part in the high level 
competition in Plzen, in the presence of the current 
UIPM Sports Director Mauro Tirinnanzi and the 
former Sports Director, now UIPM Honorary 
Member for Life Dr Jan Novotny. 
 

Girls Individual and Team 
The competition started with the Fencing, won by 
Zsofua Bartalis (HUN) with one victory more than 
Marina Scherbakova (RUS) to give her 1040 MP 
points. Zsofia Bartalis led after 2 events following 
the Swim, the fastest time from Montana Jones 
(GBR) in just under 2 minutes and 17 seconds, but 
lost the lead after 3 events to Yulia Muratova (RUS) 
following her winning Shoot of 185 target points. 
Yulia Muratova started the run 5 seconds ahead of 
Aya Medany (EGY), who was Youth A World 
Champion last year and in 2003, but both girls were 
overtaken by Zsofia Bartalis, coming back from 8th 
place to take a well deserved Gold medal with also 
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the title of fastest runner. Aya Medany kept her 
Silver medal place and Donata Rimsaite (LTU) 
starting out in 7th place, moved up to take Bronze. 
Hungary, Russia and Lithuania won Gold, Silver 
and Bronze medals respectively in the team event. 
 

Boys Individual and Team 
For the 75 athletes, the day started with the 
Swimming event, won by Tomas Dolezel (SVK) in a 
time of 2:02.28 more than half a second ahead of 
Auro Francescgini (ITA). The Fence was next and 
Justinas Kinderis (LTU) was clearly the best with 54 
victories against 18 defeats, to give him 1048 MP 
points and put him in the lead after 2 events. Jonas 
Dobberow (GER) won the Shoot 2 target points 
clear of Andrei Gheorghe (GUA) and Jae Hun Choi 
(KOR) for 1180 MP points, but Tomas Dolezel took 
back lead position after 3 events to start the run 
only 3 seconds ahead of Pier Petroni (ITA) and 17 
seconds ahead of Ondøj Polivka (CZE). However 
its was Yasser Hefny (EGY) starting out in 4th 
place and 21 seconds behind the leader who 
overtook the 3 athletes ahead of him to cross the 
finish line in 1st place and take the Gold medal. Pier 
Petroni held on and Ondøj Polivka held on to their 
places for Silver and Bronze respectively. Team 
Gold was awarded to Belarus, Silver to Italy and 
the Bronze to Egypt. 
 

Youth A Relay World Championships 
10 teams took part in the Girls’ event. Russia won 
the Shoot by 2 target points ahead of Mexico and  
were in the lead after 2 events, followed by 
Germany and Belarus who had won the Fence with 
52 victories against 29 defeats. Great Britain were 
the fastest swim team but Russia stil led after 3 
events and started the Run but only 2 seconds 
ahead of Germany who were 10 seconds ahead of 
both Belarus and Hungary. However, Hungary 
were the fastest runners through the 2 changeovers 
and took first place and Gold. Germany also 
overtook Russia and Belarus for the Silver medal 
and Russia dropped behind for the Bronze. 
15 teams took part in the Boys’ competition and 
Italy got off to a good start winning the Shoot by 1 
target point ahead of Poland, but Poland were the 
better Fencers, winning the event with 74 victories 
against 52 defeats and they led after 2 events, Italy 
dropping to 2nd place. Lithuania were the fastest 
team in the pool for 1236 MP points and moved 
them up to 2nd place after 3 events,  but Poland 
were by now well in the lead, starting the run 32 
seconds ahead of Lithuania who were 4 seconds 
ahead of Belarus and Poland kept the lead right to 
the finish line for the Gold medal. Belarus overtook 
Lithuania for Silver and Italy, starting out in 4th also 
overtook Lithuania for the bronze medal.   
 

Biathle World Tour 2005 
640 athletes participated in the 2005 Biathle World 
Tour. The final event on the Tour was in Havana, 
Cuba on 12 August. 
Havana event report  
109 competitors from Cuba, Ecuador, Venezuela 
and Mexico took part in the event on Friday, 12 
August at the Marina Tarara in Havana, Cuba. The 
running part was on asphalt and the swimming part 
in the sea. The weather was hot, with temperatures 
between 34°C and 36°C, and the sea was also 
warm, 28°C-30°C. 
Karina Navarette (ECU) won the Senior women’s 
event in a time of 15.50.17 and Eduardo Salas 
(VEN) won the Senior Men’s event almost by a 
minute in 12.46.09. The Cuban athletes cleared up 
on the remaining podium places in all the other age 
categories for a very successful day’s competition.  
Overall results  
Great Britain’s experience and willingness to travel 
is clearly shown in the overall medal standings. Out 
of the 57 medals available, they have won 15 Gold, 
15 Silver and 8 Bronze. South Africa has the next 
biggest medal haul (2 Gold, 2 Silver, 8 Bronze) due 
to winning 4 more Bronze medals than the Italians. 
Representing the Asian continent, Alexandria 
Sehgal of the Philipinnes can be proud of her Gold 
medal for Youth D Girls category and the young 
Egyptians Rami El Erian (Youth E Boys), Erida 
Moustafa (Youth C Boys) and Nourhan El Din 
(Youth C Girls) should also be proud of the Bronze 
medals they have won, the first medals ever for 
Egypt. 4 athletes achieved the perfect score of 180 
points, all from Great Britain:- Jak Mccourt (Youth E 
Boys), Mark Loveredge (Youth D Boys), Mary 
Collett (Masters Women B) and Geoff Lewis 
(Masters Men C). 
Congratulations to all the athletes that took part, as 
well as to the medal winners. All the results are on 
the UIPM website 
The medals will be given at a special ceremony in 
Monaco on the occasion of the 7th Biathle World 
Championships, 18 September. 
 
7th Biathle World Championships 18 September 
Monaco – Swim for Malaria launch 
The 7th Biathle World Championships will be held in 
Monaco on 18th of September 2005 bringing the 
UIPM’s newest sport home to Monaco where it was 
first held in 1999. Organized by the Monegasque 
Federation of Modern Pentathlon in association with 
Sirius Sports Marketing, the event has the high 
patronage of HSH Prince Albert II of Monaco. The 
categories are Youth A - E, Junior, Senior, Masters, 
and a Celebrity category.  
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As the deadline approaches for sending final entries 
to the World Championships (31 August 2005) the 
organisers already have over 360 athlete entries for 
the competition, this number not including officials 
and supporters. Developing countries of the 
Americas will also be represented for the first time 
in a Biathle World Championships, including 
Venezuela, Cuba and Ecuador as well as athletes 
also from Turkey, UIPM’s most recent member from 
Europe. Great Britain South Africa and Germany 
are sending there strongest teams, and together 
with the Italians and the Hungarians, we can expect 
exciting and close races in all age categories.

On this occasion, UIPM will launch World Swim for 
Malaria (WSM), a global initiative to bring together 
swimmers to raise money to fight malaria. The aim 
is to have 1 million people swimming on (more or 
less) the same day all round the world – 3 
December 2005. There are already around 200,000 
people committed to swim. Such a global swim 
event has never happened before.  This project has 
the committed support of the FMPM (Monegasque 
MP Federation) and of the UIPM because it is a real 
opportunity for the overall Sport community to do 
something very simple, but very substantial, for a 
humanitarian cause which could save thousands of 
lives. UIPM was one of the first groups to announce 
its support for WSM. We have committed to having 
5000 Modern Pentathlon and Biathle athletes, and 
friends and family, swimming around the world.  
Our aim is to swim a combined total of 
2713kms, reflecting the age of Pentathlon as a 
Sport, and the highlight of this for us will be on 
18 September 2005,  the date of the Biathle 
World Championships in Monaco, when  we will 
be launching UIPM’s support for WSM by 
swimming at the Celebrity Biathle.  
 

To the National Federations:- 
You were invited by circular of 12 August 2005 to 
swim on 18 September or on the main day for 
swimming, 3 December, when most people around 
the world will be swimming, or on any day in 
between – basically whichever date is most 
convenient for you. No matter the date you choose, 
please register your swim on the website 
www.WorldSwimForMalaria.com and choose the 
heading “Modern Pentathlon/Biathle” when asked 
the question “Are you part of one of these groups”.  
Your swim will then feature on our webpage as a 
red dot. It is up to you how many swimmers you 
register, but we’d like it to be a minimum of 50 per 
Federation in order for us to reach our total of 5,000 

swimmers. You can raise money in whatever way 
suits you, either by sponsorship or by donation.

Medical  
Athlete Whereabouts  - VERY IMPORTANT !! 
All federations with athletes in the UIPM Registered 
Testing Pool are reminded that they MUST have 
sent completed Athlete Locator forms for each of 
their athletes to UIPM Headquarters and thereafter 
send updates each time that the athlete is absent 
from their primary residence. National Federations 
are reminded of UIPM Medical Rules 4.6 and 4.7 
which state: 
4.6 The National Federation holds responsibility for 

any of its athletes in the UIPM Registered 
Testing Pool who is unavailable for Testing on 
three attempts during any period of 18 
consecutive months. For each attempt, the 
Doping Control Officer must visit all locations 
during the times specified by the athlete for that 
date and must stay two hours at each location. 
Notification must be sent to the athlete and his 
National Federation between each attempt 
which is to be counted as an unavailable test. 

4.7 The National Federation of any athlete in the 
UIPM Registered Testing Pool which fails to 
timely submit a required report to the UIPM 
after receipt of two formal written warnings from 
the UIPM to do so in the preceding 18 months 
holds responsibility according to the UIPM 
Disciplinary Rules. The athlete who fails to 
timely submit his Whereabouts to his National 
Federation after receipt of two formal written 
warnings from the UIPM or his National 
Federation to do so in the preceding 18 months 
holds responsibility according to the UIPM 
Disciplinary Rules. 

The Forms are available for download from the 
UIPM website www.pentathlon.org and can be 
requested from UIPM Headquarters.  
 
VERY IMPORTANT !! - Therapeutic Use 
Exemption Forms (TUE)  
National Federations are reminded of UIPM Medical 
rules 5.3 and 5.4: 
5.3 All UIPM athletes with a documented 

medical condition requiring the use of a 
Prohibited Substance or a Prohibited 
Method must first obtain a Therapeutic Use 
Exemption (TUE) by the UIPM Therapeutic 
Use Committee, which consists of three 
members of the UIPM Medical Committee, all of 
them appointed by the Chairperson of the UIPM 

Medical Committee. The Chairperson of the 
UIPM Therapeutic Use Committee is authorised 
to deal with Abbreviated Therapeutic Use 
Exemption Applications and to report to the 
UIPM Therapeutic Use Committee. All other 
TUE applications are dealt with by the UIPM 
Therapeutic Use Committee as a whole. The 
Chairperson and the Committee have to 
consider a request for TUE by applying the 
current International Standard for Therapeutic 
Use Exemptions (including revisions that are 
continuously published by WADA). The 
International Standard for Therapeutic Use 
Exemptions and all revisions shall go into effect 
for the UIPM three months after their 
publication by WADA. The UIPM will make the 
current WADA International Standard for 
Therapeutic Use Exemptions available to each 
National Federation. Each National Federation 
must ensure that the current International 
Standard for Therapeutic Use Exemptions is 
available to its members. All TUE’s granted by 
UIPM are reported to the respective athlete’s 
National Federation and to WADA. TUE’s 
granted by the National Federations for athletes 
competing on the national level must be 
promptly reported to the UIPM and to WADA. 

5.4 Requests of athletes for a TUE by UIPM 
must be submitted, except in emergency 
situations, not later than 21 days before the 
athlete’s participation at a UIPM event. The 
decision on granting or denial of a TUE must be 
taken not later than 7 days before the athlete’s 
participation at a UIPM event. The athlete has 
the right to appeal against this decision to the 
UIPM Executive Board. For the procedure 
Chapter XII UIPM Disciplinary Rules applies 
accordingly. The decision of the UIPM 
Executive Board can be reviewed by WADA 
upon request from the athlete. WADA also has 
the right to review on its own initiative the 
granting of TUE. If WADA determines that such 
granting or denial did not comply with 
international standards for TUE, WADA may 
reverse the initial decision. The decision by 
WADA reversing the granting or denial of a 
TUE may be appealed to the CAS by the UIPM 
Executive Board or by the athlete.
