These Championships are open to athletes 10 years of age or older on 31 December 2012.  Youth E athletes may enter but will compete up one year as Youth D.  Junior and Senior athletes should enter the Open competition – depending on the number of athletes entered, this class may be amalgamated with Youth A.
Competitors who fail to enter swim/run times will be placed in the first (slowest) heats. It is the responsibility of the athlete to ensure correct times are entered on the form.
The organisers reserve the right to limit the number of entries to timetable the competition within the time available.

Cancellations, Withdrawals & Refunds

By entering this competition you have agreed to the conditions of our withdrawal policy:

· If your entry is not accepted then you will receive a full refund. 
· If the competition is cancelled for reasons within our control e.g. low number of entries, each athlete entered into that competition will be offered a full refund.

FENCING:

· Epée fencing in a pool unique.  One hit in one minute.  If neither fencer has scored a hit within the time limit, a double defeat will be recorded.  

· 70% of bouts won scores 1,000 points. 

· Age groups/gender may be amalgamated.

· Small pools may fight a two or three hit competition.

· Each Competitor must have two working Epées & bodywires.  Failure to meet this requirement will result in a penalty.

· All competitors must be correctly dressed and protected in fencing kit at the following minimum standard: 

· Fencing Jacket - minimum 350N (CE level 1) in combination with Plastron FIE 800 Newton (CE level 2).

· Fencing Breeches - minimum 350N (CE Level 1).

· Mask - Bib 350N (CE Level 1). Transparent masks will not be allowed.

· Female competitors must wear a chest protector made from a rigid material or metal.

· Hair must be secured in such a way to not to obscure the name on the jacket (if applicable). 

· No jewellery or any visible body piercings are permitted. 

· The Fencing Director and Fencing Referee have the authority to exclude and eliminate any competitor unable or unwilling to change into clothing that complies with the Rules.

SWIM:  Freestyle - 8 Lane, 25m Pool
· Youth D swim 50m – a time of 35 secs = 1,000 points ± 12 points per 1/3rd sec.
· Youth C swim 100m – a time of 1 min 14 secs = 1,000 points ± 8 points per 1/3rd sec.

· Youths B, A, Open swim 200m –- a time of 2 mins 30 secs = 1,000 points ± 4 points per 1/3rd sec.
· Any ‘performance swimwear’ must be on FINA’s published list of approved swimwear on the date of competition.

RUN:
· 1000m – Youth D
· 1500m – Youth C

SHOOT:

· Youth D & C competitors will shoot with a 4.5mm (.177”) single shot, compressed air or CO2 pistol, at a standing target from a distance of 10 metres.  

· Shooting is on command and all competitors have 20 seconds in which to fire each shot.

· Five shots per Target.
· A target score of 86 points = 1,000 points ± 12 points for each target point lost or gained.
COMBINED EVENT:

· Youth B, Youth A, Open competitors will shoot with a 4.5mm (.177”) single shot, compressed air or CO2 pistol, at a standing target from a distance of 10 metres.  

· Run – Mixed surface, track, gravel, tarmac.

· Youth B: Handicap start, approx 20m run, 5 Targets down (time limit 1’10”); 1000m run; 5 Targets down (time limit 1’10”); 1000m run. 10 min 00 secs = 1,000 points ± 4 points per sec

· Youth A, Open: Handicap start, approx. 20m run, 5 Targets down (time limit 1’10”); 1000m run; 5 Targets down (time limit 1’10”);  1000m run, 5 Targets down (time limit 1’10”); 1000m run.

12 min 30 secs = 1,000 points ± 4 points per sec.
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
